The canyon intersects Old Buckman Road (State Road 77) approximately 8.6km north of the intersection of State Road 77 with State Road 24/62, and 17.5km northwest of downtown Santa Fe.  The first source point of the line (101) was located within the canyon, approximately 1km east of Old Buckman Road.  The last source point on the line (348) was in the canyon, approximately 6km east of Old Buckman Road.
